Medical Coverage 
2010 Summer School  

 
It is essential that your child has medical coverage in the event of accident or major 
illness.  The Ministry of Health requires a temporary resident in Ontario to confirm this 
coverage before coming to Canada.  Albert College has negotiated private coverage for 
our out of province and international students. 
 
All out of province and international students are ineligible for provincial paid health 
coverage.  Private insurance must therefore, be secured.  The Ontario Ministry of Health 
also states that Canadian citizens living abroad, who return to Ontario on a permanent 
basis, will be subject to a three-month waiting period prior to obtaining their Ontario 
Health Insurance Card.  These students must also purchase private coverage for the 
waiting period. 
 
Please review the enclosed Health Insurance Policy for the summary of coverage and 
complete the application form on the reverse of this page.  The application must be 
received with the summer school application.
